Sociology embodies the essential values of a liberal 
arts education in its emphasis on analysis and problem solving, 
comparative thinking, writing, and critical inquiry. In providing such 
skills, Sociology is a good background for teaching, medicine, 
social work, law, business, and social justice. Finally, Sociology 
provides the breadth of theoretical and methodological training for 
advanced graduate work in all the behavioral sciences.
