The lecturer will coordinate with the program coordinator
and experienced instructor to base the assigned course section off existing course syllabi and
outlines, with consultation and mentorship. Responsibilities each week include preparing course
lesson plans, coordinating class materials, holding office hours, and grading assignments
submitted by the students. The lecturer must be available to attending instructor meetings
periodically held throughout the semester as well as a half day orientation at the beginning of
the semester.
